	Activating Strategy:  Say to the students, “When our class earns 10 Cougar Cash we will get a homework pass.  If we have 3 Cougar Cash now, how many more do we need to earn to get our pass?”  Ask them to think about it by themselves and after some think time ask them to show thumbs up or thumbs down if they have an answer.  When most students have an answer, tell them to share their answer and how they found it with a partner.  After a few minutes, ask a couple of students to share their strategy.
