Assessment Prompt 3: ways to collect data (take a survey: write answers, verbal responses; pictures, tallies)


	Activating Strategy:  Say to the students, “How could we figure out the most popular ice cream flavor in third grade?” Tell students to show thumbs up when they have an idea of what we could do.  When most students have an answer, tell them to share their answer and how they found it with a partner.  After a few minutes, ask a couple of students to share their strategy.
